This item asks for your approval to raise an additional 25.0 cents per $100 of 
assessed value in local school taxes for current operating expenses effective 
July 1, 2007 up to a maximum of 27.0 cents per $100 of assessed value 
effective July 1, 2009 and thereafter.  The 10 percent for delinquencies and 
costs of collection, as required by law, is included in the rate effective July 1, 
2007.  As explained more fully in the Notice of Special Election funding will 
include:

     Continuance and maintenance of on-going academic programs
     Higher academic standards for all students
     Restoration of reserves
     Limited increase for school building maintenance

     Phased implementation of the Strategic Plan including:
          Full-Day Kindergarten in the 2008 school year
          Phased technology upgrades
